We see several problems here. First, the QDM allows a result attribute on Procedure Performed. According to the QRDA Category I spec however, the Procedure Performed template does not support a Result child. This is either a defect in the QDM or in the QRDA spec. (Would it be the former given that a) no other "Performed" data types support the result attribute and b) with the exception of Physical Exam Finding and Risk Category Assessment, all other data types that support the result attribute are of the "XXX Result" format?)

The HTML files for the four EP cancer patients (from the Master Patient List for Cypress 2.2.0) show Procedure Performed entries with one or more results. The corresponding QRDA files, however, contain *no* results on the corresponding Procedure Performed entries. This can't necessarily be considered a Cypress defect since, per the QRDA Category I spec, the Procedure Performed template does not support results. (It does though seem to be some flavor of defect since the HTML and QRDA should not differ.)

In an earlier version of Cypress, the test deck contained EH patients with Diagnostic Study Performed entries with results specified. In the April EH measure update and the Cypress 2.2.0 bundle, these were changed to Diagnostic Study Result. Perhaps the analogous change should be made here, modifying the EP measures and test deck to change these Procedure Performed entries to Procedure Result. A cursory check on CQM JIRA did not find any posts about this issue.

Per the Master Patient List for Cypress 2.2.0, the EP Eye_Adult B patient meets the Numerator of CMS167v1. To meet the Numerator requires two results within a single Diagnostic Study Result entry. The original QRDA Category I spec allows only a single value element in the Diagnostic Study Result template but this was amended per errata #236 to allow multiple instances of the value element. The HTML file for the EP Eye_Adult B patient shows a Diagnostic Study Result with two results but the corresponding QRDA file contains only a single result for that entry. Thus, via the QRDA file, that patient could not possibly meet the Numerator criteria. This is surely a Cypress defect.

The aforementioned errata also allows the Procedure Result template to contain multiple results. And the errata specifically calls out the Colon Cancer measure (CMS141v2) as needing to support multiple results. This seems to support the proposed change from Procedure Performed to Procedure Result in the measure and the test deck.

Overall then, this does suggest that, after the suggested changes, for the scenario described earlier in the thread we would expect a QRDA Category I document to contain a single Procedure Performed entry (with no results) and a single Procedure Result entry with multiple results. (Note that, given the "and no more" rule for QRDA Category I contents, the Procedure Performed entry might be omitted if the measure does not require it.)
