With regards to your question about alignment, the other methods of reporting  (Claims/Registry, GPRO WI, and Measures Groups ) all have –
“patients aged 6 months and older seen for a visit between October 1 and March 31”

EHR measure CMS147v2 also has the same stated within the description but the denominator has the 91/92 days which doesn’t match. I have been told via JIRA that this error has been taken care of in v3 and v4 for future use.

DECC will code to make sure the dates fall within October 1 and March 31 and will dis-regard the days of 91 and 92 mentioned in the denominator code.

Please confirm your decision on this as well, as we do understand that the measure can no longer be updated at this time .

Kindly see the tread of emails we’ve had on this measure.
It appears we will have to use the current version that we have which is CMS147v2.
In that case as mentioned -

When we do the date calculation for <= 92 day(s) starts before start of "Measurement Period"
It returns 10/1/2013.

But calculation for the second part  <= 91 day(s) starts after start of "Measurement Period
It returns 04/02/2014

But we are expecting either 04/01/2014 to have a less than condition  or 03/31/2014 to have an equal condition to match the specification.

There is a mismatch between the Measure Description and Denominator condition for this  measure (CMS147v2)

In other words, if we code to the 92 and 91 days we will NOT obtain :
	Denominator
	Equals Initial Patient Population and seen for a visit between October 1 and March 31



But instead our dates will yield between October 1 and April 2

Again, if we are instructed to use the CMS147v2 that we currently have ( as stated much further below), I would only need a confirmation statement indicating that it’s ok for DECC to code to the parts in red above from  CMS147v2 knowing the dates will be between Oct 1 and April 2 and not Oct 1 and March 31 as specified in the Measure description.

Adetola,

The two statements aren't using exactly the same words but they have the same intent. Unfortunately the terms "program year", "reporting year", "reporting period", and "measurement period" have all become somewhat convoluted and it isn't helped by the fact that the measures are released in one year, apply to the following year, and are typically reported in the year after that. It's even more confusing with the EH measures because they (at least with some programs) use the government fiscal year instead of the calendar year.

So if someone refers to the "2015 measures" for example, do they mean the measures that were (well, will be) published in 2015, the measures that apply to data collected in 2015, or the measures that are being reported upon in 2015?

Anyway, avoiding any of those phrases...

The EP measures that were released in June 2013 (e.g. CMS147v2) apply (primarily) to CY 2014 data and results will be due early in CY 2015. The EP measures that were released in June 2014 (e.g. CMS147v3) and updated in July 2014 (e.g. CMS147v4) apply (primarily) to CY 2015 data and results will be due early in CY 2016. (Different programs may have different reporting deadlines but that's the gist of it.)

I don’t have JIRA access at this point so can’t access. CMS147v4 is only to be utilized for the 2015 program year for submission in 2016 not for 2014 program year. The eCQMs with CMS147v4 was submitted to DECC via Stan, Minet and Mathematica rather than PQMM. Since they develop those measures, it makes sense for them to be delivered by that contractor to DECC. All we would do actually is pull the measures from the EHR Incentive Programs website to send to you. We do provide the eCQM Flow documents since we do develop those.
