Test Procedures for §170.314 (h)(1) Optional – Applicability Statement for Secure Health Transport 
[bookmark: _GoBack]General Comments

This document appears to be the compliment of the Transitions of Care test procedures in that it certifies the capabilities of a HISP only for HISP to HISP transport.   It is not clear if this is supposed to be a set certification requirement for HISPs that are allowed to interoperate with Edge systems that conform to the implementation guide for edge protocol v. 1.1 for the purposes of meaningful use attestation.  It would make sense that HISPs would need to be certified not only in accordance with the Applicability Statement, but with the HISP requirements listed in the implementation guide for edge protocols.  There are no certification criteria that can be found that requires a HISP to be compliant with this guide.  Without a certification program for HISPs, how would an Edge system conforming to the edge protocol IG be expected to ubiquitously interoperate with a HISP?

It is recommended that this document be merged with §170.314(h)(2) Applicability Statement for Secure Health Transport and XDR/XDM for Direct Messaging, ensure it is clearly articulated what is optional and what is required, and include certification criteria for HISPs against the edge protocol IG.

Lastly, this document is biased toward the Transitions of Care content and content is tested using ToC workflows.  The applicability statement (i.e. the Direct protocol) is content and workflow agnostic, so it makes sense to generalize the test procedures to be executed against any content or workflow.   This could allow for the removal of redundancy in the VDT test cases and utilized this document for testing HISP functionality.
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
