Guidance document for “unexpected supplemental data” Error

Problem
[bookmark: _GoBack]Cypress v2.6.0 returns errors when reported Supplemental Data codes are not present in a patient test deck.  These errors are returned even if the Supplemental Data code is being used to report a value of 0.  For example, “there are 0 male patients in the Numerator”.  This is causing errors for systems that are complying with the CMS Implementation Guide, which states, “For CMS EP programs, all codes present in the value set must be reported, even if the count is zero.”
Solutions and Suggested Guidance to ATLs:
The next version of Cypress will not return an error when an unexpected code is being used to report a value of 0.  However, in the near term, test proctors should ignore ALL “unexpected supplemental data for” error messages.  A screen shot of what this error messages looks like can be seen in Figure 1.
