Test Procedure for 170.315(a)(12) Smoking Status
This document describes the test procedure for evaluating conformance to the certification criteria defined in 45 CFR Part 170 of the 2015 Edition Health Information Technology (Health IT) Certification Criteria, 2015.

Certification Criterion
This certification criterion is from the 2015 Edition Health Information Technology (Health IT) Certification Criteria, 2015 Edition Base Electronic Health Record (EHR) Definition, and ONC Health IT Certification Program Modifications, issued by the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) on XX/XX/XXXX.

170.315(a)(12) Smoking Status.  Enable a user to electronically record, change, and access smoking status in any of the available codes for smoking status in, at a minimum, the September 2014 Release of the U.S. Edition of SNOMED CT.  


 1.1 Enable a User to Record, Change, and Access a Patient’s Smoking Status 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Evaluate the Health IT Module’s ability to enable a user to record a patient’s smoking status in any of the available codes that are accordance with, at a minimum, the September 2014 Release of SNOMED CT®. Note that the Common Clinical Data Set limits smoking status to the 8 SNOMED CT codes identified in §170.207(h), and Health IT Modules seeking certification for criteria that reference the Common Clinical Data Set will need to be able to code smoking status in only the 8 smoking status codes. This capability would be tested when a Health IT Module presents for certification to those criteria.

It is not expected the user interface include a drop-down menu of all available SNOMED-CT codes, as we believe doing so could have negative workflow effects.  This is also not prescriptive as a display of the status could be utilized that is populated automatically which allows the user to update to a more granular description.  

Common Clinical Data Set Smoking Status:

Current every day smoker:  an individual who has smoked at least 100 cigarettes during his/her lifetime and still regularly smokes every day.
Current some day smoker:  an individual who has smoked at least 100 cigarettes during his/her lifetime and still regularly smokes periodically, yet consistently.
Former smoker: an individual who has smoked at least 100 cigarettes during his/her lifetime but does not currently smoke.
Never smoker: an individual who has not smoked 100 or more cigarettes during his/her lifetime.
Smoker, current status unknown: an individual who has smoked at least 100 cigarettes during his/her lifetime, but whether they currently still smoke is unknown.
Unknown if ever smoked: unknown if an individual has ever smoked.
Heavy tobacco smoker: an individual who smokes more than 10 cigarettes per day, or an equivalent (but less concretely defined) quantity of cigar or pipe smoke.
Light tobacco smoker: an individual who smokes less than 10 cigarettes per day, or an equivalent (but less concretely defined) quantity of cigar or pipe smoke.

Changes from 2014 to 2015 Edition
There is no longer a meaningful use objective and measure associated with this requirement and, thus, no specific requirement for certain codes to be used toward numerator calculation.

The 8 smoking status codes identified in the Common Clinical Data Set for the 2015 Edition are the only codes permitted for representing smoking status for electronic transmission in a summary of care record for the purposes of certification.  Therefore, a Health IT Module certified to certification criteria that reference the Common Clinical Data Set (i.e., ToC, data portability, VDT, C-CDA creation, and application access to the Common Clinical Data Set certification criteria) would need to be able to code smoking status in only the 8 smoking status codes, which may mean mapping other smoking status codes to the 8 codes in the Common Clinical Data Set.

Informative Test Description
The test procedure is not prescriptive about the method used to change smoking status.  For example, changing a smoking status does not require changing an existing instance of a smoking status.  Changes may be accomplished through inactivating or deleting an existing smoking status in the patient’s EHR and entering a new instance of the smoking status.  
Tester = testing body/authority
Vendor = vendor

This test procedure is organized into four sections:
· Show – demonstrates that all smoking statuses are contained within the Health IT module.  
· If the vendor maps to the 8 common clinical data set codes the vendor shows the tester that mapping is represented.  This can be accomplished in multiple ways including but not limited to; creation of C-CDA; visual display of how mapping accomplished, etc.
· Record – evaluates the capability to enter patient smoking status data.
· The vendor enters patient smoking status data, dates are only for display and may be vendor supplied.
· Change – evaluates the capability to change patient smoking status data that have been previously entered.
· The vendor displays the patient smoking status data entered during the ‘Record’ Patient smoking status test.
· The vendor changes the previously entered smoking status data.  The may be accomplished by inactivating or deleting an existing value, the test procedure is not descriptive how ‘change’ is accomplished.
· Access – evaluates the capability to display the patient smoking status data that have been entered previously.
· The vendor displays the patient smoking status data entered during the test
· The tester verifies that the displayed smoking status data are accurate and complete


Show 
1. Vendor opens vendor created patient (any date acceptable) and demonstrates to tester how smoking/tobacco use are entered into the Health IT module.  
2. Vendor explains how data is populated.
3. If vendor is required to map to the common clinical data set, vendor will verbally explain on how mapping is accomplished and demonstrate.  The demonstration could be accomplished by showing a field, use of SQL, creation of C-CDA, etc.

Record and Access
1. Vendor enters following test patients (dates may be modified by vendor) and vendor shows ability to display status that has been entered.  Vendor may enter all patients prior to testing except for smoking status of each patient.  After smoking status is entered vendor will display smoking status for each patient to tester.
