· [bookmark: _GoBack]We request that the draft of the test data roll out as quickly as possible to allow EHR vendors to review and comment, especially since some of the transactions are pharmacy-initiated (e.g., RXFILL and REFREQ). 

· RXFILL transaction has been part of the SCRIPT 10.6 for a while but pharmacies have been very slow in adopting it. We should avoid throw away work as much as possible. 

· We request that the test procedure not be prescriptive on the workflow/implementation as some of the transactions have the potential to introduce a complicated workflow (e.g., RXCHG and CANRX). 

· As EHR developer we have to go through a pretty detailed/thorough certification requirement from a partner like Surescripts.  This is another case where proof of production ePrescribing transactions should be able to be used to certify for this criterion.
