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1. There is a discrepancy between the description and population criteria. According to the description, patients from 3 – 17 years old would be included from the Initial Population. However, the population Criteria stated, age < 17 years at measurement period. This would exclude any patients who is exactly 17 years old. 
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So the question is, should patients who are 17 at the measurement period be included? If so, this will lead to our second question.

1. If a patient is turning 17 (or 3) on the last day of the measurement period (12/31/2016) and has all physical exams documented on the first day of the measurement period (1/1/2016), technically this patient is ONLY 16 (or 2) during the exams were completed. Would he/she be included in the Initial population?
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
