Here is the write-up that we did for HQR corrections and suggested updates to go in the 2016 CMS IG Appendix.  I will post it also to the JIRA ticket.
 
I also asked the analyst who handled many of our interactions with submitters as to common issues she heard.  She provided the following items.  Could we add guidance on these items into the Appendix as well?  You all probably responded to numerous JIRA tickets requesting guidance on QRDA Cat-I areas of confusion.  I would think pulling together responses to the most commonly asked questions would be useful to include in one place – like in this IG Appendix, that would apply to both HQR and PQRS QRDA Cat-I submissions.

Some HQR commonly reported submissions problems:
 
legalAuthenticator: We had a few questions surrounding the guidance for who is supposed to be listed as legalAuthenticator for QRDA Cat I files. The most recent guidance for us is from 2013 (JIRA QRDA-50), which we are assuming is still accurate. QRDA Cat III guidance is included in the 2016 CMS IG.
Could we add the guidance that was given in the ticket response (assuming still correct) – something like, ‘For QRDA I documents, the legal authenticator will be the same person who has reviewed data for their organization, such as a quality nurse or CIO’. 
 
Another major concern is what CMS expects for the payer effectiveTime low if the facility does not know when the insurance became effective (as that is not something that is currently being stored in EHR's). Based on responses seen in related JIRA tickets (e.g., QRDA-218 and QRDA-201), if the payer effective date/time is unknown, then the effective time start can be set as the reporting period start date. (The effectiveTime low is a SHALL and the high is a SHOULD.) This might be helpful information as well to include in the IG.  This was an item covered in one of the E&O presentations given by Rick Geimer.
 
The only other real sticking point is about succession management, and how the system handles that (overwriting and/or replacing the previously submitted files).  We touch on it briefly in Section 4.2.3 QRDA-I Report Document Succession Management for HQR, but we still had problems and questions on this with submitters. Perhaps more detail could be added in the appendix on this.
 
And, finally, based on the discussion today during the Standards Planning and Implementation Work Group call, we also might want to include some guidance concerning case sensitivity as part of validation of CMS QRDA submissions.
