· AND: "Laboratory Test, Result: Pap Test (result)" <= 2 year(s) ends before or during "Measurement Period"

As the Pap Test end date/time is the left-hand side and occurs prior to the Measurement period date/time – the right-hand side, using the Start of MP makes sense.  However, notice that since the granularity in this case are in years, it does not matter whether the Start of MP  or the End of MP are used to calculate the duration.  They produce the same, correct results.

The green rows meet the measure intent.  So, they are calculated correctly.
