· [bookmark: _GoBack]When demonstrating §495.7(d)(5)(i)(B)(1)(ii)  (VDT API Measure), it will be very hard to show anything on the front end as this will occur entirely on the back end. Does ONC want us to show that we gave a patient access to a specific App that uses the API? Or do we need to demonstrate we somehow gave them a 'permission' to use the API? This needs to be clarified for exactly how we want to demonstrate it.

· For criteria §495.7(d)(6)(i)(B)(1)(ii) (actually use the VDT API), how would we show this was used? If this data is accessed via the API, it would be all in the background with nothing to really show. We'd need an App already connected to the API, and then would need to show the App pulls the information, meaning we'd need a pre-existing and possible pre-certified App to show this data is pulled. Otherwise this is an entirely backend exercise with no real front end workflows to demonstrate

· For §495.7(d)(6)(i)(B)(3) (incorporate non-clinical data into the chart), we need some more guidance into how this would be done. For instance, could a patient simply enter the data into their portal? Do we need to import some type of CCDA? Do we need to connect via API's to other systems?

· For §495.7(d)(7)(i)(B)(2) (receiving a summary of care), can we count patients in the numerator if we have not yet performed a data rec of the workflow from the received CCDA? 

· For stage 1 and 2 measures, we should not need to test measures that have been removed from the MU program due to the 2015-2017 changes

· If we do need to retest these, we take issue with volume of testing required for 'Record Vital Signs'. We would like to simply show the ability to calculate any given permutation of exclusion from BP or BMI and MU stage. Meaning we want to show in one report how we can calculate all the exclusions and stage. An ONC-ATL previously failed us because we did not separate each criterion into a separate report. This requirement was unnecessary and greatly slowed down the process, especially since we were already demonstrating the desired functionality.
