	Revise the age range from 50 – 74 to align with current clinical guidelines and NCQA’s health plan measure.

CRP Feedback: Agree. Add language to guidance section regarding age calculation. An example of the guidance could be “Because of the 2 year look-back period for a mammogram, women are included in the measure when they are 51 at the beginning of the measurement period.”

	Timeframe = 24 months 

AND: "Diagnostic Study, Performed: Mammogram " 	< 24 month(s) ends before end of "Measurement Period"

CRP Feedback: Agree. Add language to guidance section regarding timeframe calculation. An example of the guidance could be “The numerator timeframe includes a 3 month grace period, allowing women 27 months to have a mammogram.”

	Health plan measure includes “14 days apart” criteria to ensure that two different procedures are identified.

CRP Feedback: 
· Physician likely will not document a procedure twice.

Right Unilateral Mastectomy – SNOMED codes for right mastectomy

Unilateral Mastectomy, Unspecified Laterality – ICD9 codes for mastectomy that do not specify which side

Left Unilateral Mastectomy – SNOMED codes for left mastectomy
