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DAF Pilot Requirements:
1. Identify which of the capabilities from the DAF Phase project charter they would like to pilot.
2. Be working with researchers currently or planning to work with researchers who will be using the data for performing their research.
3. Be working with data sources/data holders currently who will be able to provide the data necessary for research.
4. Develop solutions or identify solutions if they already exist to address the requirements outlined for one or more of the DAF Phase 3 capabilities.
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Give consideration to current DAF IGs and underlying standards and common clinical data sets as defined in regulations and the ONC Interoperability Roadmap.
6. Identify resources that will be used to create the solutions required to address the requirements for the selected DAF Phase 3 capability.
7. Agree to freely share implementation resources and seek appropriate stewardship.
8. Understand the policy implications of technical solutions and provide feedback on policies to be used to operationalize the DAF Phase 3 capabilities.
