Requirements to use NPPES as an intermediate endpoint directory

· Need to support endpoint validation 
· Need to provide support for at least some metadata associated with the endpoint discovery ( and that data has to be identified)
· FHIR Version
· Trust framework (and what are the challenges if supporting more than TEFCA)
· Endpoint applicability (tied to the use – based on search returning a result)
· Leave out of metadata: version of IG and Certification and testing
· Need to have a standards real-time query to find the endpoint
· Relationship aspects?
· Entities without NPIs that need to register the endpoint? 
· Can we put payer endpoints in NPPES? Or is there a bolt on needed to handle payers? Can NPPES be modified to handle payers? How does this intersect with payer endpoint /API documentation requirements in new final rules? 
· Need to support, potentially, endpoints tied to relationships – not just to individuals or organizations. And related fluidity of clinical professionals in travel status or ad hoc support role. This is in addition to the aspect of a clinician practicing in multiple settings as a normal course of their day. 
· Challenge with contextual aspect of relationships 
· Can it be organization based? Then look up the individual within the context of the entity search?
