· USCDI -> Provenance
· Author Time Stamp
· Author Organization
· Reviewed Patient resource and Medication resource to test hypothesis that we could use Meta.lastUpdated and Meta.source
· This provides minimal amount of provenance
· All domain resources share the same meta
· Is this too simple? Are we missing anything?
· Minimum set of metadata required for exchange
· Reviewed CAQH Core Connectivity table data elements
· Sender and Receiver IDs – can we define what type(s) of identifiers would be included
· Identifiers need to be systematically understood
· Rachel clarified that CAQH table is specific to using SOAP to exchange a payload of some type - need to think about what we need to do for a FHIR exchange
· X12/SOAP included a wrapper with header information because the X12 transaction doesn’t include routing information
· For FHIR, trying to put enough in the transaction so that it could be self-routing without a wrapper
· We need to define what data is required regardless of technical mechanisms
· Source, destination would be in meta
· Team to recommend set of data elements
· Don’t want to constrain implementers by making them required
· Is there a set of best practices we should start with?
· CAQH CORE Connectivity is probably a good starting point
· Action Items: 
· Confirm that final rule only requires Author Time Stamp and Author Organization
· Post-meeting, Dana searched CMS/ONC final rules for ‘provenance’ and only found those 2 fields
· Team to recommend minimum data set using CAQH CORE Connectivity table as a starting point
