Core Capability 9 — Role & Context Identification
Description
In the evolving health care interoperability model, the need to identify the role and context of an actor (both person & system) will be needed.  Patient care will increasingly involve family members, neighbors, therapists, in home clinicians, along with the traditional physician and practitioner roles.  The capability to determine the role within a patient context will help determine which information can be accessed and updated.  For example, a family member using an app may be able to access parts of a care plan and update comments but not change problems.     
Additionally, a person may have different contexts for different persons.  For example, a nurse practitioner may have ‘practitioner role’ for his or her own patients but could also server in ‘family caregiver role’ for his or her parents.
